1) Pick a specific place. This could be a baseball dugout, your bedroom, or even the cargo hold of an airplane.

2) After you have decided on the space, I want you to figure out at least TWELVE items that can be labeled within this space. These could even be objects or individuals in this space. 

3) Then fold your blank paper into ‘fours’ or draw so that you have four equal spaces. In these boxes, I want you to illustrate a ‘birds-eye’ view of the space then three other ‘angles’ you can come up with.

4) When you are finished illustrating (and your illustration must contain at least four different colors in each box), think about creating a small key (like you see in maps) that could help explain what we’re looking at when we see your space. 

5) When you are finished with the ‘keys,’ your task is then to write a paragraph on an index card. On this index card, I want you to write about how this was an easy or difficult task? Think about why you would be asked to create these different points of view of the exact same space.
6) Tape the index card at the bottom of your illustration with your name & “Pledge” on it.
